Students will need to wear
their concert attire for this performance!

For Symphonic Band students, state assessment takes place on Friday, March 6 after school
hours! (Exact time will be provided by Mr. Vesilind soon!) Bus transportation for Symphonic
band students will be provided from Marshall HS to Wakefield HS and back. Spectators are
encouraged to attend and view the concert stage performance. Following that, students will go to
another room for signt-reading where audiences are not permitted. You can then pick up your
student from Wakefield HS or they can travel back to Marshall HS on the bus.
